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Safe Migration Messages for Children

If you need to relocate or move from one village to another for any reason,

1. Before you leave, during your move, and once you reach your destination. Stay alert! Stay
focused, be aware of any changes, potential dangers, or important details in your surroundings.

2. Stay in contact with trusted people, such as family members, relatives, or friends & consult with
them!

3. Collect the information of your route and destination as much as you can.

4. Be prepared to find an escape route and act quickly if you feel threatened or encounter
something suspicious.

5. Make sure to be aware of the addresses or Phone number or Facebook or Viber of social or
public organizations that can help. And memorize some contact details of people and
organizations and keep them with you.

6. Learn how to stay safe in a battlefield and to be aware of mine risk safety measures.

7. You may be detained on the road for any reason. In such a situation, you should inform the
person in charge of your arrest that you are under 18 and that international law must be
respected. Try to contact lawyers or organizations that assist children, and provide a copy of
your registration number, birth certificate, date of birth, or student ID card as proof of your
age. Even if you cannot provide these documents, telling this information verbally will be in

your best interest.
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8. You may be separated from other family members while you are moving for various reasons.
Prepare in advance by discussing with your family what steps to take if such a separation
happens.

9. Some people may deceive you by promising to help you reunite with your family, take you to a
safer place, or assist in finding a job, but their true intention is to traffic you or recruit you into
the armed forces. Some people might also take you to the armed forces, where they could be
forced you to work as a child soldier or within that group. In this situation, Say No! Stay away!
from them immediately and Seek help! from organizations that can assist you, especially those

supporting young people.
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Messages for parents and caregivers to help children move safely
Your children may need to move from one place to another for several different reasons
To ensure a safe migration, you should prepare the following tips for your child:

1. Mental preparation for your child: Help your child mentally prepare for the possibility of
migration and encourage them to handle it calmly, without letting emotions take over.
2. Keeping adults and children together: In the event of an emergency relocation, ensure that
family members, particularly adults and children, are not separated. Tell the children know.
3. If adults and children get separated, explain the following steps that the children should
take
a. Ask the children to contact through Phone or Facebook or Viber: Make sure the children
memorize their name, parent's name, address, phone number, Facebook and Viber
contact where they can contact each other. Make sure to write down emergency contact
information, including phone numbers, Facebook, or Viber, and keep it with them.
b. Decide for a waiting area or meeting place for family members and let the children
know in advance If they cannot be reached by Phone or Facebook or Viber.
c. Inform the child in advance to contact the local community or organization that
supports children in their area and ask for help.
d. Tell the children to Stay alert! Stay focused, be aware of any changes, potential
dangers, or important details in your surroundings.
e. Tell the children to be prepared to find an escape route and act quickly if he or she feel

threatened or encounter something suspicious.
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f.  Your children may be detained on the road for any reason. In such a situation, instruct
your children to inform the person in charge of their arrest that they are under 18 and
that international law must be respected. Encourage them to contact lawyers or
organizations that assist children and provide a copy of their registration number, birth
certificate, date of birth, or student ID card as proof of age. Even if they cannot provide
these documents, sharing this information verbally will be in your children's best
interest.

g. Some people may deceive your children by claiming they will help reunite them with
their family, take them to a safer place, or assist in finding a job. However, their true
intention is to traffic your children or recruit them into the armed forces. Others might
even take your child to the armed forces, where they could be forced to work as a child
soldier or within that group. In such cases, make sure to tell the children in advance to
Say No! Stay away! from them immediately and Seek help! from organizations that can
assist you, especially those supporting young people.

4. If the situation allows, prepare portions of dry food, water, and medicine that the children
can carry with them.
5. Teach the children how to stay safe in a battlefield and ensure they are aware of mine risk

safety measures.
